Mac:
Step 1: You need to open the Mac terminal, you can do so by either:

1) Press <Command + Space> and in the pop up window, type in “Terminal”
followed by the ENTER key.
2) Click the Launchpad icon in the Dock, type Terminal in the search field, then click
Terminal.

Step 2: In the terminal type ‘python3’ followed by the ENTER key.
Alternatively you might need to type in the phrase ‘python’.
