SNF seeks out projects that aim to achieve broad, lasting and positive social 

impact, empowering humanity. Over the past 25 years, the Foundation has committed more than $3.1 billion 

in grants to nearly 5,000 organizations in more than 130 countries around the world—including right here at 

Simon Fraser University. 

In the last decade, SNF’s significant support has helped raise the international reach and reputation of 

Hellenic Studies at SFU. The endowment of the Stavros Niarchos Foundation Centre for Hellenic Studies 

helped secure SFU’s place on the world stage as a leading centre of academic excellence for the study of 

Greek and Byzantine history; literature, language and culture; and classical archaeology and ancient history.  

Under Mr. Dracopoulos’s direction, SNF has also moved to respond to major emergencies, including the 

COVID -19 pandemic, the global refugee crisis, and Greece’s deep and damaging socioeconomic crisis. The
