SIX WEEKS BEFORE DEFENCE DATE.

Review your APR to ensure you have met graduation requirements.
Confirm with GPA that your supervisory committee is correco24Rodfdo
Submit to the GPA:

PDF of the thesis abstract

Research Ethics Approval and all renewals (if applicable)

A portrait for use in the defence announcement
Discuss A/V and other equipment needs with the GPA (all remote? Hybrid?).
Apply for graduation via goSFU.

FOUR WEEKS BEFORE DEFENCE DATE.
Submit your defence-ready thesis to the GPA in PDF format. No changes to the thesis can be made before the defence!
Request a test run of the Library Thesis Defence Room/Faculty Conference Room so you can practice in advance. Your
presentation should run 20-25 minutes.

ONE WEEK BEFORE DEFENCE DATE:
Submit your final presentation slides (PowerPoint, PDF) to the GPA.

ON YOUR DEFENCE DATE:
Arrive a minimum of %2 hour before your defence time to prepare if your defence is in person. Breathe. Relax.

AFTER YOUR DEFENCE:

Register your thesis online. Be mindful of the strict library thesis submission deadlines.

Upload your thesis, supporting materials, and documentation to the library following the step by step instructions.

The GPA will send you a signed RAD form once your revisions are approved by your supervisor(s) and all signatures are
obtained. You submit this to the library
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
