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The concept of community practice was first developed by anthropologist Jean Lave and educational 
theorist Etienne Wenger in the 1990s. Since then, it has been applied in a wide range of fields including 
education, business, healthcare, and social services to support ongoing learning, professional 
development, and knowledge sharing among practitioners. Some common characteristics of a 
community of practice: 

Å A group of people who share a common interest, passion, or profession that engage in 
continuous learning, collaboration and exchange of knowledge. 

Å Focused on promoting the co-development of skills and exchange of knowledge through shared 
experiences and challenges.  

Å Provides opportunities for members to interact and engage with colleagues and others with 
different levels of power, influence and expertise, which creates an environment of social 
connection, learning, and personal development. 

Å The members of a community of practice 
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● Listeners: members that were new to EDI work or senior leaders listening to community needs 
● Learners: represented a category between listeners and mentors; these members may have a 

foundational understanding of some aspects of EDI work and may be new to other equity-
challenge areas

As a community engaged in learning and action to advance equity, principles for how we ‘show up’ in our 
CoPr meetings with one another set the foundation for deeper relationship building and knowledge 
sharing.
