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During the period from 1950 to 1970, the Caribbean experienced profound historical, social, and 
cultural transformations. A significant aspect of this era was the wave of decolonization across the 
region, leading to the independence of several Caribbean nations from colonial rule. Countries such 
as Jamaica, Trinidad and Tobago, Barbados, Guyana, and The Bahamas achieved independence 
during this time, marking a pivotal moment in their histories and the culmination of an important 
phase of anti-colonial struggles. Additionally, this period saw a surge in labou
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
