
Guide to improving sort recovery: 

Instrument/side stream setup advice: 



The proper design of sort buffer for both your pre-sort sample and your collected sample is crucial for a successful 
sort.  The following will be a basic recipe and some suggestions for modifications that might be relevant to your 
particular experiment.  Culture media is not an ideal sort buffer for two reasons:  the pH regulation fails under 
normal atmosphere causing the media to become basic and the calcium chloride in most culture medias is not 
compatible with the phosphate component of the instrument sheath buffer ( the Basic Sorting Buffer without 
additional protein) leading to precipitation of calcium phosphate crystals.  Following the suggested recipes below 
will help maximize the recovery and viability of your sorted cells.
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
