This project aims to understand better the relationship between learners' personality traits and perceived 
preferences for various gamified elements.  

Research assistant responsibilities include: 
• Undertaking literature reviews related to the project; 
• Instrument design such as creating surveys, rubrics, interview protocols, observation 

protocols/checklists, self-reflection tools; 
• Quantitative data analysis (documenting workflow, data cleaning, appropriate (statistical) 

analyses, concluding, data visualization); 
• Supporting sharing of/the presentation of project findings within and beyond SFU; 
• Analyzing and summarizing data, such as survey and interview data; and  
• Attending meetings with project lead/team. 

 
Required qualifications, skills and experience: 

• Experience in doing literature reviews; 
• Experience in research instrument design, such as creating surveys, rubrics, interview 

protocols, and interview questions; 
• Experience coordinating, conducting, recording and transcribing interviews; 
• Familiarity with quantitative data analysis packages/languages, such as SPSS or R; 
• Some familiarity with qualitative data analysis; 
• Ability to select and implement meaningful analyses, including appropriate statistical treatment, 

and effectively communicate the work to a non-data-science audience;
