While a wide range of scholarship addresses the benefits, possibilities, and challenges of practicing 
assessment for learning (AfL) in higher education, it is difficult to find research focusing on ways to increase 
emotional and imaginative engagement in AfL practices or the impact of doing so. This article explores 
imaginative AfL practices in higher education. The meaning of the terms ‘imagination’ and ‘imaginative’ comes 
from Dr. Kieran Egan’s (1997) theory of Imaginative Education (IE), an approach to teaching in which the use of
