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to when speaking about certificates, concentrations or streams. He asked the committee to 
give feedback on their thoughts about Certificates. Discussion ensued. 
 
Members agreed: 

• it’s easier to create a certificate than a degree and that a certificate is a useful tool 
although it may lengthen a student’s time spent on a degree 

• complements a major and may help in student retention 
• need to do some housekeeping in terms of which certificates are well subscribed and 

those that are not 
  
Suggestions: 

• Let’s be consistent across campus with terminology; for example, concentrations and 
certificates – we should all know what we are referring to 

• Admission is an issue – you have to be in a degree program in order to get a certificate 
• Other institutions don’t have certificates because of the negative connotation; should we 

develop a certificate as an option?
