Academic Dates 2019-2021 and Revisions to Academic Dates 2018-2019

At its meeting of March 13,2018, the Calendar committee reviewed, for approval by Senate, the
schedule of dates for future semesters commencing Fall 2019 and finishing Summer 2021, and
revisions for the 2018/2019 academic year.

In light of the proposed change to the family day holiday in British Columbia for 2019, the
committee was asked to look at revising the previously approved schedule to move reading break
to align with family day.

SFU has a three term in-take system, which challenges the university when it comes to orienting
new students at the beginning of each term, as well as evaluating student's academic standing
and graduation eligibility at ±e end of each term. In order to provide students with the best
academic and university experience, the following principles are used in determining the optimal
academic calendar of dates:

1. Each semester has 63 teaching days. (Senate paper 03-56)
2. Exams may be scheduled on Sunday if required. (Senate paper 05-127)
