The most popular Halls of Residence choices are Roberts, Richardson, Farrer, and Deakin. The first
two are set-up Stairway Style where 2-4 rooms are arranged on half floors and spiral up, with a
kitchenette and shower/toilet on each floor.

| opened up a bank account with Commonwealth Bank (CommBank) for
free. You only need your passport and can open up an account at the
branch on-Campus. It's extremely easy and you avoid the need to use
your Canadian cards overseas, saving you on transaction fees.

Unlike SIAT, MADA courses are like a combination of both lab and lecture. You'll find that for the start
of projects, you'll get a class dedicated on briefing, and any classes following that are studio classes
where you meet with the professor one-on-one to discuss the progress if your piece..

If you're doing Industrial Design or Architecture, most classes are
hands-on and you'll be working with materials throughout the lesson.

MADA is unlike SIAT, and you'll find that each professor really takes time in helping you develop your
own ideas and strengths, rather than SIAT, where you're being given the same lessons/materials that
bring you to a particular outcome or finish (there are no TAs). Professors have a tendency to showcase
their own personal work and discuss their roles in the industry for a chance to expose you to
industry-standards. It's a good perspective shift that gives you an understanding of design practices.
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
