Buying
food from the supermarket in the mall can add up to a lot, but there is a cheaper supermarket on the
outskirts of the town, Aldi's, that is much cheaper. Going out can add up as well but the groups at the
university organize many events and meals to keep living costs to a minimum.
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A lot of the smaller places and markets accept cash only. The big supermarket |
shopped at did not accept foreign credit cards so | always had to pay with cash.
