You choose 5 courses for each semester (they are called modules in the UK) and then you are given 3
of those 5 choices. Its a much more manual system then SFU, so make sure you check that nothing
clashes and that you are able to take those courses as an exchange student.

You spend much less time in class in the UK then SFU. Courses are at most 2 hrs and while essays
are generally much longer, you usually only have 1 exam or 1 essay for your worth 100% of your
grade. All students do their readings in the UK unlike SFU so the conversation in tutorials is generally
much more student led and very interesting. Proffessors always try to get to know you and are nearly
always available.

The main benefit would be learning about socilology and communication from a British perspective.
Often these courses were more in depth with the current affairs of Europe which gave you a broader
understanding of global communications and sociology. Also, there is much more time to work on your
essays and projects, | generally found that my essays were much better as | had more time to work on
them.
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
