The off-campus housing is a 5 minute walk to the city centre and you are sharing with either other exchange students or graduate students, therefore everyone is around the same age.

	Any other comments on accommodation: Pulteney Court did not have staff that cleaned the common spaces like the bathroom and kitchen, that is up to you and your flatmates to do. 
The Accomadation was very centrally located to the city centre (10 min walk), train and bus stations (5 min walk), bigger grocery store (20 min walk), and smaller express shop (10 min walk).

	Have you opened a bank account in your host country: I opened an acount with HSBC UK.  All I required was proof of address and my student status letter to open a basic account.  The process was fairly simple and once opening the account all I had to do was transfer my money from my Canadian bank to my UK one, just note it took a couple days to process, so have a backup during that time.
	How would you recommend students bring money CanadianAmerican cash travelers cheques local currency: I would recommend always having some cash on you, no more than 30-40 pounds at a time.  Almost everywhere will accept card.  However, I did have some difficulties withdrawing money from my debit and credit cards from cash points unless I used a major banks ATM (like HSBC, or Barclays).

	Please describe the course registration procedure: During orientation, you will meet with you Department head representative with the other exchange students in your department.  There you will submit a form and tell them which courses you would like to take.  To avoid timetable crossovers, it is best to choose the majority of your courses within a year (10000 = 1st year, 20000 = 2nd year, etc).  Throughout the following week you will be enrolled in your courses by the Department head.

	What is the language of instruction in your courses: English 
	If not English are Englishtaught courses available: 
	Describe the manner and quality of instruction at your host university: The instruction is very similar to that of ¶¡ÏãÔ°AV.  You attend weekly lectures that often last 3 hours at a time.  The professor lectures on the weekly material and encourages questions and participation.  
Unlike ¶¡ÏãÔ°AV, tutorials, or seminars as they call them at Bath, are actually only held every 2-3 weeks.  They last only an hour.  
Assignments are very different, most classes have only 1-2 assignments that are worth a lot of your grade (from 80-100%), so outside work of class is very heavily encouraged !
	What do you feel iswill be the main academic benefit of your participation in this exchange program: After the exchange I found I am much more independent than I ever was, in both my academic and personal life.  
The most important aspect was meeting so many other students from around the world and faculty of the University that gave me so many new view points on the world.
