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On-campus accommodation is super affordable if you're living in the res halls (I recommend the 10th
Halls, because they're new and have all the necessary amenities - they are typically the first available
choice for international students).

The Wakavuka Flats are also advertised for internationals, but are more expensive and are located a
bit farther away from the main campus. | found 10th hall to be a better setting because it allowed me to
interact with regional/local students, rather than being isolated with internationals alone at the Flats.
