Not uncommon for landlords to ask for a security deposit before signing the contract. My landlord
asked for 1000 euro which made me wary at first. If they're reasonable, make a compromise where

you pay half of the deposit on arrival.
My rent was 522 euros including utilities.

Open an account with N26. Don't bother with local banks like Deutsch
Bank. They take over 5 weeks just to open a regular account, whereas
N26 took an hour.

Bring euros for security deposit and maybe an additional 200 euros for food. By then, hopefully, your
bank account will be open.

You can use card at most grocery or clothing stores. Most restaurants prefer cash.
