Many students chose to open a Scotiabank account because they are not
charged for withdrawing money. This is quite easy to do upon arrival. Bank
accounts through other banks charged about $5.00 for a cash wishdrawal
each time.

ATMs will give you the local currency (cedis) so it isn't necessary to bring any other type of money. Just
make sure there is enough in your account to make the necessary withdrawals.
