Albert Heijn is the major
dutch grocery chain in Amsterdam and offers both affordable basics (EuroShopper) and an assortment
of higher priced major label brands. Lidl is another grocery store near the center that has a warehouse
style layout with incredibly cheap basic foods. Dirk van den Broek is another chain with the largest
variety of foods and brands but | only found one location in Amsterdam.

Amsterdam also has great street markets with extremely affordable bread, produce and meats. | would
recommend Dappermarkt for the best value.

Opening an account (with ING) costs 20 Euros, with a nominal monthly
fee. It takes up to 3 weeks to receive your card and pin-code in the mail. |
was not able to use my bank card because the pin-code kept getting lost in
the mail, so for me it was useless.
