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The internet access at Cambridgelaan at the Uithof campus was good but you will need to buy a wifi
router if you want wifi. There was no phone access at Cambridgelaan. The cheapest option for
mobile is pay-as-you-go with Lebara although other affordable options are available.

This answer is mainly in relation to the blank left above regarding "money per month." After you factor
in your rent. What you spend monthly, weekly or daily is all dependent on the lifestyle you want to live
there. If you choose to make meals at home it will obviously be more affordable than going out to eat
most nights. On top of that, it is likely that you will be going to events with friends there and perhaps
be doing a fair amount of traveling. Create a thorough budget before going but leave lots of wiggle
room for weekend trips if you can and | would recommend overestimating how much you will spend.
