	Please describe the course registration procedure: The registration process was very tedious. It was a two day procedure wherein students had to sign their names on a list very early in the morning, then come back to confirm preregistered courses. On day 2, students had to sign their names on the list again, very early in the morning, then could register in any other courses that they hadn't preregistered in. Waitlists are available.

	Describe the manner and quality of instruction at your host university: The teachers were knowledgable and all spoke English very well, so I had no problems understanding. The workload was not as heavy as at SFU, and most courses are just 6 weeks long. Rather than having lots of independent study time, as at SFU, The Hague University focuses more on group projects, which allows for more teamwork and leadership. The university also had resit exams the term after so if you didn't pass, you coud rewrite the exam. We never went to school for more than three weeks at a time, as there were resit weeks and holidays. 
	What do you feel iswill be the main academic benefit of your participation in this exchange program: The cultural experience of living and studying in a foreign country is invaluable.  I feel I have become abetter intercultural communicator because of my interactions and friendships made with people from all over the world. From this, I can bring new perspectives into my studies at SFU, with broadened horizons. I also feel like I have experienced new styles of teaching, as my professors were from all over Europe (and one was even from New Zealand). It allowed me to learn about important issues in European society from their point of view, rather than learning about them in Canada from a Canadian professor, for example.
