


Based on your budget and living preference (i.e. living alone in a studio or living in a flat with shared
kitchen/bathroom), you will be matched to a social housing company and given choices in buildings.
Once housing applications and offers are released, finish them as soon as possible as specific room
choices are on a first-come first-serve basis.

In terms of location, if you would rather live closer to the main city do not choose a building in the
district of Diemen (unless you don't mind a 20+ min bike ride or taking the Metro). Other than that,
Amsterdam is relatively small and easily accessible by public transit or bike.
