Housing can be hard to find if you do not apply for University housing. All of the non-Europeans had
no trouble getting a dorm but some Europeans needed to search for housing upon arrival.

Roénnen is by far the best student housing if you want to meet other international students as roughly
25 students share each of the 5 floors. Floors 5 & 6 are cheaper to rent but floors 7-9 are newly
renovated with better flooring in the rooms and nicer washrooms. Room sizing is random and varies
significantly with only a small price premium for a much larger room. Floors 5 & 6 have separate
kitchen and TV rooms which make these floors perfect for more private movie viewings. The TV is
located in the kitchen on floors 7-9 so it can get loud with little privacy.



There is a forex in the train station to convert foreign currency into Swedish Krona at a reasonable rate
if necessary, but use the ATMs to get your cash.

Most places will take credit card. Use ATMs to withdraw from your debit card
whenever you need cash. Take more than you need as your bank will charge you for
each transaction.
