The quality of teaching was excellent. | found it very similar to SFU, except that at SFU the criminology
lectures typically have 200-300 people and you may have smaller classes of 20 or so students in the
3rd and 4th year courses at SFU where there are seminars. On the other hand, in Switzerland the 4
courses | took had from 10-25 students (typically around 20 students), including the intro law courses.

| feel that the main academic benefit of my participation in this exchange program will be experiencing
a different education system where one assignment or exam is often worth a student's entire grade in a
course. This was very different, since at SFU my final grades for Criminology courses typically consist
of 4+ elements. Additionally, | took courses on my exchange that | wouldn't have been able to take at
SFU, such as European Union Law, International Investment Law, and Bioethics and Biolaw.
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
