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mentors, like UBC Professor Dr. Kathy Martin, have been integral to sustaining and developing my

career.”

Anderson said it is rewarding to learn how fulfilled Yukon women in STEM are feeling about their

careers.

“It is exciting to meet a wide range of STEM professionals and learning how these women are

mentoring and reaching out to younger generations,” said Anderson.

The Yukon series will also feature Deanna Burgart, P.Eng., a self-proclaimed Indigeneer™ and

president of Indigenous Engineering Inclusion Inc., who is not from Yukon, but passed through

earlier this year when she spoke as the keynote speaker at Government of Yukon’s Annual Industry

Conference.
